Appointment Policies
Scheduling appointments is highly encouraged.
e (Call the Biology Undergraduate Advising office at 979-845-3116 or schedule through the Navigate system.
e Advising appointments are scheduled for 30 minutes.
e All students will be required to check-in upon arrival; please bring your TAMU ID.
e Walk-in appointments are typically available, but at certain times during the semester such as pre-registration,
Q-drops, etc., wait times may be long. There may also be circumstances that do not allow us to accommodate
walk in’s at all. In order to address your concern in a timely manner, we encourage scheduling an appointment.

Virtual appointments:
e Zoom appointments are available on a limited basis. Available times and meeting information will be listed in
Navigate. If you call for an appointment, we will provide the information to you. All appointments will be
considered to be in person UNLESS noted otherwise.

No shows and cancellations:

e If you fail to show up for your scheduled appointment, it will be recorded as a “No Show.”

e If you arrive more than ten (10) minutes past your scheduled appointment, you will have to reschedule your
appointment. During peak busy times the grace period shortens to 5 minutes late before an appointment is
canceled. We will inform you of these times when you make an appointment.

e If you cannot make it to your scheduled appointment, please call the advising office as far in advance as
possible.
